A note from the 2020 Board of Directors...

The 2020 Board of Directors would like to extend a warm greeting to all Falcon Estates residents, and especially welcome all new homeowners.
2020 is starting out to be a year of challenges for our country and the world let alone our neighborhood. But looking forward to and preparing for better times will sustain all of us. In that light, the past year of 2019 has seen many changes both in fact and proposed that affect our neighborhood.
We had a powerful spring snowstorm that resulted in significant tree and shrubbery damage. Reacting to that event, the HOA Board arranged with the Colorado Springs Council of Neighbors and Organizations (CONO) to place large dumpsters in both the east and west sides of Falcon Estates for residents to use for disposing tree and shrubbery damage.
The HOA Board worked with the City traffic department to follow-up with traffic “calming” action proposed as a result of a traffic survey carried out in 2018. This action included the installation of a speed “reminder” lighted sign on Shrider Road, east side.
The HOA also arranged to have large dumpsters available for the annual fall clean-up which was then followed by the annual Colorado Springs Fire Department chipping event.
Several Board members attended numerous CONO and City meetings dealing with topics such as the proposed zoning change to permit Accessory Dwelling Units (ADUs) in residential areas currently zoned R-1 (single family), an action that the majority of HOA members feels would drastically change the character of our neighborhood. The Board also has dealt with homeless transients in our neighborhoods by notifying the police when neighbors see such activity as well as raising awareness for our neighbors of this activity.2020 HOAFE Board of Directors
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For 2020 we are planning once again for the fall clean-up event followed by the annual Fire Department chipping program, we will invite the Wildfire Mitigation office within the Fire Department to present the program at the July 2020 General meeting.
We are in need of additional volunteers to be filing “Directors”, a position that is a liaison between neighbors and the HOA Board for referral of concerns, suggestions, etc. We invite any who would be interested in such volunteer service to notify the Board members. Volunteers will be formally elected at the July General meeting.
Our next General Membership meeting is Thursday July 16, 2020. We hope to see many of you there.
